Hanging Basket
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1. Summertime is the time of the year when many people place hanging baskets outside their houses. This art lesson uses that simple idea.
2. Mark a 2cm border around a sheet of art paper.
3. In the lower half of the page, sketch the outline of a hanging basket,  including the hanging chain.
4. Roughly draw in a blockwork pattern in the background. (The blockwork pattern may need to be explained – the blocks are arranged in “drop block” fashion i.e. the block below always starts halfway across)

5. Do a crayon rubbing on a rough wall to give the wall background texture.

6. Using different colour papers, cut out flowers and leaves of all shapes and sizes. Arrange the leaves and flowers so that they fall out over the top edge of the basket. Only glue one corner of the flowers and leaves to give a 3-D effect.
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
