Ink Printing #5
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These are pieces can be done after having done other ink printing. They are just done to use up any ink still left on the Perspex. (See lesson notes for Ink Printing Lessons #1 – 4)

1. Cut some simple shapes from card or a sheet of art paper.

2. Place the shapes directly on top of the inks on the Perspex.

3. Place a sheet of art paper over the shapes and the frame.

4. Use a clean roller and gently roll over the art sheet so that it makes contact with the ink underneath.

5. Gently remove the sheet of art paper to reveal the ink print.

This may take a few days to dry out properly and even appear “sticky” when dry.
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
