Norman Shields
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1. Use this lesson to link in with a history lesson on the Normans.
2. Trace out the shape of a Norman Shield onto a sheet of art paper.
3. Allow the pupils to design the shield with whatever patterns they may wish. Perhaps look at some shields in books or on the internet fro some ideas.
4. Paint the shield using any colours. Allow the paint to dry.
5. Only cut out the shield when the paint is dry.
6. When displaying the shields, don’t attach them to the wall “flat”. Give them a 3-D effect by making a “belly” in the centre before attaching them to the wall.
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
