Who’s Looking?
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1. Paint a background using the three primary colours in the order blue, red, yellow, allowing the colours to overlap creating new colours. (Don’t clean the brush after using each colour, allowing new and interesting colours to emerge)

2. Allow background to dray a little. Then paint thick black tree silhouettes the length of the page.

3. Draw and cut out bloodshot eyes.

4. When background is dry stick on the eyes between the tree branches. This is quite effective at hallowe’en.
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
