Write – A – Book Project

Writing Process

Step 1: 
Find a topic. 



Decide what you want to write about.



If you can’t immediately do so:



Look at your list of topics; or



Talk to a friend; or



Look at your friend’s list; or



Talk to your teacher



Sign Contract

Step 2: 
Write your first draft. 



Write on every second line so that you can change things 


later. 



Concentrate on ideas / story / characters / information etc.

Step 3: 
Is it worth continuing with?



If you like it move ahead.



If you don’t, go back to Step 1.

Step 4: 
Do your first editing.



Read your story aloud to yourself.



How does it sound?



Is anything missing?



Should anything be added to make sense?



Does it emphasise the things you want it to?

Step 5: 
Conference with a friend / parent



Ask at least one friend / parent to read your story.



Listen to your friend’s / parent’s opinions and questions.



Read parts of your story in the Authors’ Circles



Discuss ways to improve your story.

Step 6: 
Decide whether you need to conference with your teacher.

Step 7: 
Do your main editing.



Improve your story in every possible way.



Remember what was said in the conferences.

When you are satisfied with what you have written go through the story again and focus first on spelling and then on punctuation.



Ask for help from your friend / parent if necessary.

Step 8: 
Conference with your teacher.



Your teacher will ask questions like:



Is your story now exactly as you want it?



Is it ready for me to read?



Please read it aloud.



Have you checked all punctuation and spelling?

Step 9: 
Prepare for publication.



Write the story out clearly after deciding how you are going 

to present it.

Decide on your illustrations - what will they be like and 
where will they go?

Will you insert illustrations as you go along or will you leave space and do them all at the end?



What will the cover be like and how will you bind it?
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
