To celebrate Grandparents Day, your homework for this week is to create a tribute to one of your grandparents. This can be a grandparent who is a huge part of your daily life or a grandparent who you may have never met. You choose who you would like to design your tribute to.

Grandparents have a unique role. They don’t just connect us to the values, stories and histories of our families, but to the values, stories and histories of our communities. In this project you will celebrate all your grandparent has to offer you, your family and your community. 

Creativity

Every person has a unique style of presentation. So for this project, you can choose which medium you wish to present it as. Perhaps a poster display, a booklet, a personal newspaper, a photo montage, a video... you decide. However after your project has been presented and displayed in school, you can give it to your chosen grandparent or to another family member. So please ensure it is of the highest quality of visual presentation that you yourself can create.

Essential Criteria:

Your project must contain the following;

· An appropriate title – suggestions include The Life and Times of ... My Wonderful Grandad, Super Nan, etc.
· Images of your grandparent – photos, drawings

· An interview with your grandparent (or someone who knew your grandparent very well) – this could include questions about their early life, their childhood, their schooling, their career, how life has changed over the decades, etc.

· A prayer – either a special prayer chosen by your grandparent or a prayer you have written for your grandparent

Additional Optional Criteria: 
Your project should contain a choice from the following; (5th class 2 activities, 6th class 3 activities)

· A favourite recipe – if possible, try cooking it with your grandparent – include a copy of the recipe and maybe a photo of your cooking together 
· A funny story from their past

· A review of their favourite book they read at your age

· A portrait painted by you

· A recount of how you celebrated Grandparents Day with your grandparent this year

· A variety of special items you would put in a memory box that bring memories of your grandparent – explain why you chose each item.
· Write a song or poem about your grandparent and sing it to them – include a copy of the lyrics in your project
